The rapid response network provides a way for people to respond to fear and anxiety in
our community as a result of the increase in immigration enforcement, ICE raids and
other attacks against our communities. The network provides a 24 hour hotline to
immigrants facing a raid by federal immigration agents, dispatches trained legal
observers to the raid location, provides legal defense to affected communities, and offers
accompaniment to victims and families following a raid.
